Fundamentals of Engineering “Question of the Day “

The mission of this website is to help the FE Examinee with passing the exam – one day, one question at a time. Remember, the FE Exam is the first hurdle in the process of becoming a PE.  

Test your ASME Code Knowledge

Question: What is one of the hottest things going on now in the pressure vessel business?

Answer: Re-rates. The 2001 Edition of the ASME Code effectively raised the allowable design stress for materials used in Code Manufacturing by about 14%.  Many owners of Code vessels built to older Editions of the Code are eager to re-rate their older vessels to 14% higher pressure.  A complete inspection must be done on the prospective vessel, including ultrasonic (UT) thickness measurements on all pressure parts.  The entire vessel is re-calculated using the higher design stresses.  A National Board “R” stamp holder will do the actual re-rate with the concurrence of an Authorized Inspection Agency (AIA), such as Hartford Steam Boiler, Commercial Union, and Kemper, among others.  Some jurisdictions use state or provincial inspectors instead of insurance companies as their AIA.  If all is in order, the vessel will be fitted with an “Alteration” nameplate, showing the new pressure.
