RECAP OF OCTOBER TOUR OF SOUTH CROSS BAYOU WATER RECLAMATION FACILITY

On Wednesday, October 8th, about 40 members of the FWCS of ASME participated in a tour of the South Cross Bayou Water Reclamation Facility in St. Petersburg.  This facility, which is owned by Pinellas County Utilities, processes biosolids in a contained building to reduce odors, and is also treating the air emissions from the plant to allow for a “good neighbor” relationship with the surrounding residential areas.  These biosolids are ultimately converted into a Grade A Fertilizer product, which is distributed by a private company for residential and commercial use.  The facility also produces 30 million gallons per day of reclaimed water for use throughout the county.  Jan Tracy, of the Facility, gave a presentation showing how the process is carried out. Then we all boarded a trolley, and she drove us around the plant site to see the lagoons, pumps, and so forth. One of our stops was at the pelletizing plant, where Clyde Harris, the Pelletizing Plant Manager, gave a talk on the operation of the plant and showed us samples of the pellets, after which we had an opportunity to go into the plant and observe the dryer in operation.  This pelletizing plant is operated by Synagro at the South Cross Bayou facility.  After the tour was over, a sandwich buffet was served in the community room of the facility.

Test your ASME Code Knowledge

Question: Which Section of the ASME Code governs the welding and brazing for Code pressure vessels and boilers?

Answer: Section IX of the ASME Boiler and Pressure Vessel Code establishes the basic criteria for welding and brazing and the qualification of procedures and personnel for welding and brazing in accordance with the ASME Boiler and Pressure Vessel Code and the ASME B31 Code for Pressure Piping.  Section IX is a document referenced for qualification by various construction Codes, such as Section I, III, IV, VIII, etc. These particular construction codes apply to specific types of fabrication and may impose additional welding requirements to Section IX qualifications. 


USF makes breakthrough in 'nano' research

University of South Florida chemists who recently patented a new class of synthetic antibiotics for killing drug-resistant bacteria have developed a tiny new technology to deliver the drugs to their targets. 

Using nanotechnology the antibiotics now can ride into bacteria cells on nano-sized, spherical vehicles one-millionth the size of a pinhead, a release stated. 

The technology allows patients with serious hospital infections to be treated with much smaller doses of a drug, stated Edward Turos, a professor in USF's department of chemistry, in a release. 

Turos is one of several USF chemists working in drug discovery as a member of the drug discovery program at the H. Lee Moffitt Cancer Center and Research Institute. 

Smaller doses potentially reduce unwanted side effects such as toxicity and allergic responses, as well as the onset of further drug resistance, he stated. 

After developing the antibiotics, the USF team created nano-sized plastic spheres with drugs chemically bonded to their surface, the release stated. The spheres allow the drug to be dissolved in water, dramatically improving performance, the release stated.
