· The suspension problems relating to set-up as well as changes in driving patterns. 

· Wind tunnel testing as related to wings and tires.

Mr. Arthur W. Ebeling holds a B.S. from Rose Hulman Institute of Technology and has very broad experience in industry, chemical, steel, foundry and special metals. Holder of several patent rights in the controlled pressure pouring area, he is an ASME Fellow and has served in various capacities in a number of ASME units. His latest position was Midwest Director, a position he held for 18 years.
