News Item from USF Magazine Fall 2002 – “Robots Tested as Lifelines”

Engineering Professor Robin Murphy and other researchers have successfully field-tested robots adapted with small medical sensors that can relay vital information about rescue victims from a disaster site. The findings suggest that robots can help rescuers confirm the state of a victim and care for those trapped deep within rubbles. This is considered the first major advance in rescue robot technology since Sept. 11.

Determining a victim’s life signs is a crucial first step in a rescue. According to Federal Emergency Management Agency statistics, rescuing a victim may take 10 rescuers up to 10 hours. Being able to determine if the victim is unconscious and breathing rather than dead can expedite rescue efforts by allowing rescuers to focus first on victims who could be saved. Before now, a trained rescuer had to watch the view from the robot and try to guess whether a person was dead or alive. But Murphy’s sensors were effective in determining whether the victim was breathing by measuring exhaled carbon dioxide. The robot-based sensor was able to clearly detect breathing several feet away.

“Within 18 months we could have a whole suite of sensors under $500 that could provide quick, accurate assessments of disaster victims,” Murphy said.

In a collapsed building, maintenance of the victim while rescue teams are attempting to excavate them is difficult, and water is a critical component in their survival. In one of the trials, a robot was able to deliver fluids to a human via flexible tubing.

“This is a particularly exciting development, because it provides us a mechanism to deliver air, water or medications to a victim, and that’s a potentially life-saving intervention,” Murphy said. Murphy is the director of the Center for Robot-Assisted Search and Rescue (CRASAR) at USF. After hearing about the attacks on New York and Washington, D.C., Murphy and her graduate students took six urban search and rescue robots to the site of the World Trade Center attacks.

Her recent field trials used the same type of robots deployed at the World Trade Center to carry the sensors. These robots could be invaluable in chemical and biological disasters as well. Rescue teams must wear bulky protective gear in chemical disasters, preventing them from checking a pulse or other vital signs.

The Office of Naval Research through a subcontract to CRASAR sponsored the research. It is expected this technology could become available to emergency responders, police, and the military by Spring 2004.
