OCTOBER ASME FWCS MEETING

Tour of the South Cross Bayou Water Reclamation Facility

St. Petersburg, FL

     Join the FWCS of ASME as we tour this brand new “state-of-the-art” water reclamation facility designed by Parsons Engineering, and owned and operated by Pinellas County Utilities.  This facility began operation in April of this year and is lauded as one of the most sophisticated plants in the country.  This is largely due to the total recycled nature of the process byproducts, and the “neighbor friendly” nature of the facility.

     The facility processes biosolids in a contained building to reduce odors and is also treating the air emissions from the plant to allow for a “good neighbor” relationship with the surrounding residential areas.  These biosolids are ultimately converted into a Grade A Fertilizer product, which is distributed by a private company for residential and commercial use.  In addition, this facility also recycles the methane gas produced from certain portions of the wastewater treatment process, and uses it as a renewable energy source in the drying phase.  The end result is 30 million gallons per day of reclaimed water for use throughout the county.

     A mixer at the facility with salads, sandwiches, and drinks in a buffet style setting will follow our tour of the facility.  This tour is limited to the first 40 paid attendees, so get your reservation in early.  You don’t want to miss out on this “behind the scenes” look at the future of wastewater treatment!

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Directions:  There are several ways to get to the facility depending on your location.  The plant lies between 66th Street and Park Street on the north side of 54th Avenue.  If coming from Tampa, take 275 to the Gandy Blvd exit.  Gandy becomes Park Blvd.  Take Park Blvd to 66th street and turn left.  Continue south to 54th Avenue and turn right.  The facility will be on your right.

RECAP OF SEPTEMBER TOUR OF DESALINATION PLANT

On Wednesday, September 10th, nearly 70 members of the FWCS’s of ASME and IEEE were treated to a tour of the Tampa Bay Water Desalination Plant in Apollo Beach.  This public/private partnership facility covers over 8 acres, adjacent to the TECO power plant, and uses the plant’s cooling water outflow for feed water, thus not requiring a permit to withdraw water from Tampa Bay.  Lynn Stevens, the Facility Manager gave an hour-long PowerPoint presentation showing how the process of desalination is carried out at this 25 MGD plant, the largest in the Northern Hemisphere.  She discussed pretreatment, filtering, and the desalination process itself which takes place at more than 600 PSI, using special pumps.  An energy recovery turbine system recovers energy from the pressurized water for greater energy efficiency.  After a question and answer session, Leo Brand of Tampa Bay Water, and Mike Nagy of Jacobs led plant tours in two separate groups.  Once the tour was over, everyone went over to the Alpha Restaurant in Apollo Beach for a fine Italian dinner.

Test your ASME Code Knowledge

Question: What are the first things that a company must do when applying for an ASME Code stamp?

Answer: The prospective ASME Code Manufacturer must set up a Quality Control program in accordance with the Code for which they want a Code stamp, e.g. Section I for Boilers and/or Section VIII, Div. 1 for Pressure Vessels; and they must have an inspection contract with an Authorized Inspection Agency (AIA).  Some of the insurance companies that provide AIA services are Hartford Steam Boiler, Commercial Union, and Kemper, among others.  Some jurisdictions use state or provincial inspectors instead of insurance companies as their AIA.  After the company has set up the QC System, made arrangements with an AIA, and sent in the application to the ASME, a representative of the ASME and/or the National Board will come the plant to review the QC System and its implementation and recommend the awarding of the Code stamp(s) to the manufacturer if they are in compliance with the ASME requirements.

(2) The skills you have learned years ago are also being effectively taught in many Asian countries where wages and living costs are much lower, than yours.

HOW to improve your self? Through Professional Development courses from this section, FWCS, --through ASME, given online and around the US, --through refresher courses at State Universities/Community Colleges and private offerings online.

What to do? : (1) Contact your section PD Chair, Noel McCormick for info and guidance to help solve your skills concerns.
(2) Check ASME 's web site on PD course offerings, or call ASME's Southern Field Office at 1- 800-445-2388 for leads on where to search.
(3) Check local colleges for their programs- not only for tech courses but also for professional management programs.
(4) Prepare for Professional Registration- P.E. (Tests Given in April and October)
