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The Clearwater Air Station is the Coast Guard’s largest air station.  Its operations have been at the heart of significant events in both Florida and the Caribbean for many years.  It provided crucial support during the Cuban boatlift, as well as the rescue mission in Grenada.  The station also played a key role in operation Wagon Wheel, an international drug interdiction effort.  One of the most noteworthy missions of the Air Station was the support it provided during the 1986 Challenger explosion.  The Air Station provides support through the use of C-130 and HH-60J Jayhawk helicopters.  The Air Station’s past and current activities support its motto of  “ANYTIME, ANYWHERE.”

The C-130 “Hercules” performs numerous missions in support of Search and Rescue, Law Enforcement, Marine Environmental Protection, and logistics. The aircraft is an ideal platform for long range search and rescue, with over 14 hours of airborne endurance and large scanner windows built into the airframe side. Originally designed for DOD missions of carrying large cargo loads into short, rough landing strips, the C-130 demonstrates this ability to perfection for the Coast Guard's required support of missions in isolated areas. Clearwater C-130s have deployed to many of the contiguous 48 states, Alaska, Hawaii, the Caribbean, Central and South America, Europe, and many other parts of the world. 

The 12 state-of-the-art Sikorsky HH-60J “Jayhawk” helicopters assigned to the air station have a long-range capability of 600 nautical miles to support Coast Guard ships on law enforcement patrols, deliver dewatering pumps to sinking vessels, evacuate injured crew members from vessels far at sea, and many other missions. Air Station Clearwater helicopter aircrews fly an average of over 400 search and rescue cases each year along the coasts of Florida, the Bahamas, and beyond.
