	June’s Meeting: Elevated Light Rail Transportation for the 21st Century

	We thank Mr. Wilfred Sergeant, PE & Vice President of Sky Train Corporation, and Mr. Karl Guenther, Chairman and CEO of Sky Rail UK LTD, for their presentation on how Overhead Light-Rail Systems are designed and how they can alleviate urban gridlock in the 21st century. One of the most interesting aspects of the Sky Train system is its ability to navigate a 2 degree curve at 1.67 times the speed of an ordinary rail without passengers ever feeling any unbalancing acceleration.  The presentation also showed how the Sky Train design offers wide-door, level walkways for the handicapped and an overhead track with a small (8 ft) footprint to eliminate ground shadows. Overall, the presentation served to strengthen support for the 2000 amendment to the Florida constitution, which requires a high-speed rail system between Tampa, Orlando, and Miami, by illustrating the economic, social, and environmental benefits of such a transportation system.
